A Study on the Multiculturalism of United States of America

Kim, Yong-Shik
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The emphasis of this thesis is focused on analyzing the historical
transition{changes) of the US ideologies and studying how the US culture
has evolved to Multiculturalism, as a result of diversified immigration.

Muliticuturalism means the acceptance of differences of various races,
religions, cultures, ethical backrounds and sexes. Multicultualism always
existed in the United States. However, was not expressed due to societies
mainstreams (White Anglo-Saxon Protestants) depressing the acceptance.
Furthermore, it implies all related activities to achieve this goal.

Initially, Americans did not feel that it was necessary for cultures to
meld because they occupied different geographical locations (based on their
national origins) and maintained different type of states (based on their
cultures). However, the Revolutionary War, French Indian War (fighting
with native Americans) and the movement to the frontier (expansion),
fostered a sense of unity and nationality. Until WWII, the white
Anglo-Saxon Protestants (WASP) led the society. Their belief of Manifest
Destiny, gave them a sense of superiority towards other ethnic groups.
This caused cultural conflicts with the new immigration groups.

Order of the Star Spangled Banner and the Know-nothing Party
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(American Party) as a part of the nativist group, was opposed to Irish and
German new immigration. This movement paused due to the Civil War,
which was dangerous to national spirit. After the Civil War, an economic
revival caused a flood of the US with immigrating south Eastern
Europeans. The nativist resistance continued. At the end of the 19th
century, the American Protective Association (APA) and the Klu Klux
Klan (KKK) supported by intelligence groups, led anti-catholic and
anti-immigration movements. However, it was not successful due to the
arrival of too many immigrants over a short period.

After the Spanish American War, the US converted from Isolationism to
Internationalism, and expanded towards Central and South America and the
Pacific.  During this time, middle class Americans did not support the
anti-immigration movement. They created the concept of the melting pot.
Based on the WASP cultural background, the immigrants incorporated
various minor cultures to create an idealistic American. This concept was
developed based on a fear that US society would be divided into many
segments. However, this concept was oriented towards white European
immigration, not towrads the colored races.

During WWI, there were a number of riots as a result of German
immigration and the rising status of African Americans. In the 1920s, the
conservative  movement reemerged. Consequently, they made
anti-immigration laws (Emergency Immigration Acts) directed towards
Southeastern Europeans. However, these laws caused the Central and
South Americans to immigrate to the US. In 1929, the Great Depression
(a national crisis) and aftermath of WWI, the nativist resistance
disappeared. Religious and cultural prejudice, and racial differences
between whites were no longer meaningful. The African-Americans
self-consciousness was enhanced due to the Harlem Renaissance and
Marcus Garvey. The Daws Severaly Act was eliminated, and new the

new Indian Reorganization Act was approved in 1934 by President
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Roosevelt, which changed the melting pot policy to pluralism. However,
the US attitude and treatment towards oriental races was different. In
1882, Chinese laborers were not permitted to immigrate and there was a
shift towards the Japanese. During 1906 the San Francisco Earthquake,
caused an anti-Asian emotion tc arise. Due to the Pearl Harbor attack,
the Japanese Americans were separated and moved to detention camps.

After WWIL the US became a world super power. During the war, the
white Americans protected the ideology of liberalism. They shared the
same nationality regardless of religion, ethic and cultural background.

In the 1960s, the Assassination of President Kennedy, and the Black
movement and commitment to the Vietnam War, caused the Americans to
reevaluate their ideology. Thru the cultural conflicts between minor
immigrant groups and nativists, and racial prejudice towards blacks and
colored races, the young American generations consciously identified the
differences of American ideology between what they learned in school and
reality. From the anti-cultural movement, which initiated from the
criticism toward US capitalism, US scientism, and US egotism, a new
recognition of sexual and racial class conflicts arose. From these facts,
they questioned the melting pot cultural concept, which focused on
unification of American culture. Consequently, the study of minor racial
groups (including native and African Americans), and ethnics, and females

and labor classes was initiated.
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
